We are the future!
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We would like to invite you to come and stay with us in Peaceful City, Auroville, South India.
Anima Mundi is Latin for the cosmic breath, the world soul, the life force, the spirit of nature and this is the name that we have given to this World Youth Event to be held in Auroville this coming March, 2010. We will come together to connect, explore and experience living and working together in human unity for a more sustainable world. Through our own experience, we feel that human unity becomes possible when people come together to live and work on co-creative projects and that sustainability increases through a hands-on participatory relationship with the land, nature and the built environment.
The programme for this event will include:

1. Collective hands-on vocational work projects
· Forestry and landscaping

· Ecological building

· Arts and crafts
2. Various activities

· Theatre and art workshops

· Film and music evenings

· Cycling and walking trips

· Body awareness classes

3. Forums and sharing circles on different topics of your interest, concern or experience
4. Introductions to Auroville through guided tours and presentations from Aurovilians
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This coming March 2010 we will have places for 25 to 30 youth from around the world in addition to youth from Auroville who will participate in this event. To encourage a diversity of youth from around the world we ask that you be aged 18 to 35 and that a maximum of three participants comes from any one community. If you would like to participate, please write a few lines about yourself regarding what you feel you could bring to this youth event in the way of skills, knowledge or experience.

We will provide you with free, rustic accommodation in tree houses, raised platforms and tents with collective bathroom facilities. Simple, nutritious meals for all the participants will be served three times a day in an outdoor collective dining area. A daily contribution of 300 Indian Rupees (Rs.9000 ~ €145 ~ $225 for one month) is requested on arrival, to cover bicycle rental and food expenses. Each participant is required to pay for their Indian visa and travel expenses to Auroville, South India.

Anima Mundi – World Youth Event 2010 will be for one month in March. However arrival and departure timings outside of this period can be flexible with participants coming earlier or staying longer to suit their individual requirements.
